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USING THE LIBRARY CATALOG TO FIND VISUAL INFORMATION 
 

Keyword Searching    
♦ Use subject sub-headings as keywords. Examples : plans, photographs, illustrations, pictorial  
    works, decoration…) 
♦ Use the advanced search function to limit to visual formats such as drawings, video, etc. 
 
Interpreting the Bibliographic Record    
Note clues in the “description” field.  Look for words such as:  plates, illustrations, maps, etc.
