	1) The dark background is best; white and pale backgrounds render the buttons invisible on bad monitors and (especially) projectors.  It's impossible to teach patrons to find or use the button when they can barely see it.  2) Removing the "it" simplifies the design and will be better when the button is small.  3a) Orange is UF's color (red is not).  3b) The orange is medium while the red is dark, so the orange is a better contrast against the blue.

	I like including the word "it" in the button to make it a little clearer that you're trying to find "it", i.e. the cited article at UF. I like the Orange and Blue colors which are more identified with UF.

	The lighter blue is probably more &quot;correct&quot; as far as use of color goes, but I think the darker color will stand out and be more obvious to users.

	The little &quot;s&quot; thing doesn't necessarily read as an &quot;@&quot; , so I think we need the &quot;it&quot;.  Otherwise, it looks like you might provide a map to UF.  Do we really need that little squiggle?  Is it a contractual thing?    Also, could we square off the corners and lose the &quot;pill&quot; shape?  Makes it easier to design around when putting it on other docs.   I also like the clean Dark on White background for text.  Cleaner the better.  In fact...do we need a border at all???

	There was a recommendation made by PSSC to make the button orange and blue, to further brand it as UF.  Is some experimentation with color possible? I am not convinced that orange letters on blue, or vice versa, would look all that great, but it may be worth a try.
